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This reading comprehension strategy is a simplified textbook-reading strategy that 
is good for younger students or students without much experience using textbook-
reading strategies. 
 

Preview 
• Preview the material to identify main ideas by scanning the chapter and 

surveying: 
  the introductory statement 
  headings 
  graphic aids 
  chapter summary 
 

Ask 
• Ask questions that relate to the main ideas discovered when surveying the 

chapter. 
 

Read 
• Read the chapter to answer the questions developed. 
 

Summarize 
• Summarize the main ideas in the chapter.
