11. ____ evidence seized by reasonably well-trained officers acting in good faith, is admissible, even if the seizure technically violated the law (good faith exemption)
12. ____ a search cannot be exploratory, it cannot be unreasonable, and it cannot shock the conscience
13. ____ defendants have no Constitutional right to waive a jury trial

19. ____ if consent to search is given by someone who does not have the authority to do so, but the police reasonably believed they did, the evidence is still admissible in court (apparent authority doctrine)

20. ____ if there is probable cause to believe that a potentially mobile motor vehicle is carrying individuals or articles that offend the law, an officer may stop that vehicle and search every occupant of the vehicle, every part of the vehicle, and all of the contents found in the vehicle without a warrant, but, this type of search is justified only if probable cause arises regarding a non-traffic offense violation
