They build a relationship by spending time listening and acting as sounding boards for their students. Over time, mentors help young people affirm strengths, build confidence, encourage positive choices, and visualize a bright future.

TeamMates mentoring program matches young people with one-to-one mentors. Mentors are volunteers from the community who have made a commitment to this program and their student. Matches meet together at school each week for approximately one class period.
