The University of Deusto is one of the 
most distinguished and prestigious aca-
demic institutions in Spain, with campus-
es both in Bilbao and San Sebastián.

Daily class activities 
are complemented by guided excursions 
and cultural activities, including, in addi-
tion to a guided visit of Bilbao and sur-
rounding coast, tours of Madrid, Segovia, 
Toledo and Burgos and a trip to Pamplona
