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General Criteria:

The catalog remains the master list of library resources. With the increase in the number of electronic resources, inclusion in the E-Resources web page is not automatic. Rather, the page is used to highlight specific tools because of their importance or their actual or projected frequency of use. The lists are analogous to a library print collection in which a small reference collection contains the most up-to-date and heavily used reference titles, while other reference titles are in the regular book stacks. 
Other Criteria: 

1. When electronic resources are part of a collection with a common search engine, generally only the collection title is added to the web page. Examples are Gale Virtual Reference Library and Historical Newspapers Online

2.  Vendor links may be added when they link to multiple electronic resources

     that share a common search engine and that have name recognition. Examples
     are WilsonWeb and Ebsco.

3.  When a new edition of a monographic title is added to the E-Resources web page, 
     the old edition is removed and made accessible from the catalog only.
4.  Scholarly sources used for class assignments and research are

     preferred over popular titles such as Ebsco Animals and 

     AccuWeather. 
5. Resources should have stable URLS 

6. Resources should meet CDC criteria for electronic resources.

7. Resources should be cataloged
E-Resources Web Page Review
Categories and electronic resources are reviewed regularly by the E-Resources Committee.
