Why use prairie plants?

A Ability to thrive despite Great Plains
weather extremes and soil types

A A prairie garden requires little if any
supplemental irrigation once established

A Prairie plants resist insect pests and
disease.

A Provide critical habitat for local wildlife
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Disadvantages of Prairie Gardens

A A prairie landscape can look overgrown
and weedy to the public

A Prairie landscapes require very large lot
sizes or large estates to provide benefit

A Converting to a prairie garden is costly

A Plants are slow to establish and weed
control Is a problem
