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4. You should now see your assessment plan in the Microsoft Word document.  

 
However, we still need to do some formatting to get the document to print correctly.  
You should be sure to view your document in “Print Layout” under the “View” heading. 
5. The assessment plan has been entered in to Word as a series of tables. Therefore, all of the 
usual techniques for modifying tables in Word apply to changing the formatting of your 
assessment plan in Word. For example, if you wish to delete the “Program improvement research 
plan” section, first click your mouse anywhere in this table so it is ‘active’, then under table select 
“delete”, and “table”.

If you make a mistake, you can always select “edit”, then “undo” and undo your last action. 
 
6. Now we need to adjust some of these tables to give them the correct margins for printing. 
Generally this is only an issue for the cover page.  
 Move your mouse to the far right edge until it turns into the double sided arrow symbol  
Click and drag until the table is small enough to fit on the page. If it won’t resize the table, try 
different table widths.  
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7. The table is small enough now, but the text is not “wrapped” correctly.  
To get the text to wrap correctly, first highlight the text that is not wrapped correctly.  
Then click and drag the “right indent” tab at the top of the screen found along the ruler until it 
matches up with the edge of the table. If you can’t see the ruler, select “ruler” under the “view” 
menu.  

 
 
You need to repeat this separately for each section of text that is not correctly “wrapped”.
