A Note on Graphic Literature

Plains Song Review is now accepting submissions of graphic literature (comics) for its 2010 issue. As with all submissions, graphic literature must be of high artistic/literary quality, and explore in some way a sense of place on the Great Plains. Please refer to the Plains Song Review 2010 Call for Submissions for specific guidelines.
Submission Guidelines for Graphic Literature (Comics)

1. Graphic literature submissions should adhere to guidelines for artwork outlined on the Call For Submission 2010.

2. As with all submissions, graphic literature submissions must be of high literary/artistic quality, and explore in some way a sense of place on the Great Plains.

3. We do not accept simultaneous or previously published submissions.
4. Artist’s name and title of work must be written on the back of all submissions and accompanied by a letter with name, mailing address, phone number, and e-mail address.
5. Send a cover letter, short biographical note (25-50 words) with submissions, and permission to print FORM.
6. Graphic literature should be no more than three pages in length. The dimensions of Plains Song Review are 8.5 x11 inches with 1-inch margins.

7. Graphic literature will be printed in black and white.

8. Graphic literature may be submitted on a computer CD-R as 300 dpi TIFF or EPS files with image dimensions 5 x 7 inches or larger; large format JPG files may be accepted. Images scanned at less than 300 dpi will not be accepted. Always indicate top position of image.
9. Comics and graphic literature may be submitted in their original form, but we cannot be responsible for damage in transit. Accepted submissions may be used in an exhibition accompanying the April reading.
10. E-mail submissions will be accepted with a hard copy mailed for comparison. Please send e-mail submissions to plainssongreview@gmail.com
