Paper #2 dynamics
Your paper needs to address some aspects of the board topic of international law.  You can examine any specific topic included on the Genocide lecture outline and/or on the Genocide lecture powerpoint, both of which are on the course webpage.  Perhaps compare and contrast the dynamics of various genocide episodes.  Watch documentaries and/or movies linked on the course webpage (or elsewhere) that are relevant to your subject matter and reference those in your paper.  You can review the writings of Bloom and/or of Stanton (articles on the class webpage), examine the Chirot and Edwards genocide typology and give examples of each, perhaps discuss, define and give examples of ethnocide, gendercide, femicide, ecocide and fratricide.  Discuss the pivotal question – how governments manage to get is people to commit the genocidal atrocities they do.  Review the activities of those who actively fought against genocides, and particularly those who sought to undermine German activities during the Holocaust and have been deemed “Righteous Among Nations” by the Israeli government.  Review the 7-step progression of the Holocaust and review the Holocaust lecture powerpoint on the course webpage.  Review the dynamics of those who engage in genocide denial.  Review and discuss the concepts outlined in the Synanon handout on the course webpage and apply them to some of the genocide episodes referenced on the Genocide lecture outline.  If you have other ideas, run them by me (ceskridge@unl.edu’ 913-636-3321).  Remember that you are to do extensive outside reading and have at least 8 to 10 references in this paper, including some rough combination of at least 4 to 6 outside journal/magazine articles, books, and web-based articles and at least 4 to 6 items from the class materials on the web.  The papers are to be a minimum of 3,500 words, not including references (note the word count at the bottom of the page).
